EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

This Staff Report is intended to inform the Board and serve as the official record of the activities
the District’s field staff engaged in for the month of March 2026. As well as provide information
regarding District facility use and local weather impacts on District facilities and river levels.
Noteworthy activities include mowing along the inner and outer perimeter of the District,
including tree trimming and removals along the NEMDC. Additionally, Staff conducted homeless
encampment removals at Garden Highway and Northgate Boulevard, as well as the East Drainage
Canal at North Bend, Club Center Drive. Furthermore, staff installed boulders at Terracina and
the East Drain to deter unauthorized vehicle access to District facilities.

The Operations Manager’s report was created to provide monthly updates to the Board of
Trustees on field-related activities within the District boundaries, as well as providing a historical
record. This allows for the District and the public an opportunity to refer back to data trends over
time regarding the weather impact on District facilities, crew activities, and local river and canal
conditions as well as general District activities from month to month.

4. INFORMATIONAL ITEMS

4.1. GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT: Update on activities since the February 2026 Board
Meeting.

General Manager Scott L. Brown provided a verbal update on work activities since the
February Board meeting.

He shared that he has spent time getting up to speed. He has been working with Project
Manager (Retired Annuitant) Devereux on developers, Corp Projects, and Mead & Hunt.
General Manager Brown shared the news that Flood Operations Specialist | Oscar
Mendoza resigned on February 27 to pursue other career goals.

Pumping Plant #4: The Corps instructed the SCADA Tower to monitor the battery bank in
accordance with PG&E requirements. Pumping Plant #8 CIP planning continues with
involvement from KSN. GM Brown has met with the City of Sacramento, Sacramento
County, and Sutter County regarding the MOU on the Basin Model. Sutter County has
agreed to participate in the model's cost-sharing.

The budgeting cycle will begin soon. Personnel, Operations, and Finance Committees will
meet to review projected fiscal assumptions for FY 2026-2027. An anticipated draft
budget will be available in May, and a Final Budget for Board adoption will be presented
in June. Board President Lee Reeder asked about how best to assign the newly appointed
Trustees to Board committees. Counsel Shapiro replied that committees are usually
appointed by the Board President to specific committee positions.

Trustee Gilbert asked General Manager Brown for an update on Councilmember Kaplan’s
planned trash cleanup. GM Brown responded that he received the invitation to the event
late on February 27 and volunteered to go out and meet with the group. Eight garbage

bags were collected along East Levee Road. Trustee Avdis thanked General Manager
Brown for participating in the cleanup.

Trustee Avdis raised the issue that the Hydraulic Model has not progressed for some
time. General Manager Brown mentioned that FEMA has reviewed the hydrology
portion, and hydraulics is the next in scope. He also mentioned an estimate of $140,000
and waiting for comments from FEMA, with an additional estimate of $160,000 to finish
the mapping process. GM Brown said that continuing the Basin Model made sense for
the next couple of tasks and that he will work with Counsel to get stronger language in
the MOU.

4.2. OPERATIONS MANAGER’S REPORT: Update on activities since February 2026 Board
Meeting.

Operations Manager Holleman provided a brief update on work items since the February
2026 Board Meeting. He mentioned that Sonitrol had completed work at the Northgate
Property and that the windows were fortified.

He reported that RD 1000 has been working on a risk assessment with Sacramento
County. The District has been working with Shimmick to complete remediation work on
the RD1000 property in accordance with the stated provisions of their temporary use
permit.

Ops Manager Holleman shared that the RD 1000 crew has been busy with encampment
removals. RD 1000 has collaborated with the City of Sacramento on underpass cleaning,
dedicating significant time to that effort. Trustee Smith mentioned that there hasn't been
much progress, but he didn't know what the solution was. Trustee Avdis remarked that
taking some action is better than none at all.

Board President Lee Reeder inquired about the start of primrose season. Ops Manager
Holleman responded that the season begins in May, and RD 1000 will work with an
applicator to reduce the amount in the canal system. He also highlighted that the
weather plays a factor in the primrose growth. GM Holleman also stated that a joint
meeting with Natomas Central Mutual Water Company will be set up to discuss joint
spraying efforts.

4.3. DISTRICT COUNSEL'S REPORT: Update on activities since the February 2026 Board
Meeting.

District Counsel Scott Shapiro provided a verbal report on four items.

The first item is the electric billboard. There have been no updates. The District continues
to wait for the City of Sacramento's progress.

The second item concerns the ambiguity regarding a requirement that Trustees own land
in the district, and counsel seeks an Attorney General opinion. Counsel Shapiro spoke to
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Sacramento District Attorney Thien Ho, who was open to the idea and asked that the
request be made in writing.

Counsel also mentioned an outstanding dispute with the former tenant at Northgate. An
Ad Hoc meeting will be scheduled to further discuss the issue.

The final item was that the new Trustee must submit Form 700 within 30 days of taking
office.

WHEREAS, Development Projects typically do not provide any benefits to District's
ratepayers other than Landowner and, therefore, state law and policy requires Landowner to
fund District's costs of performing the Project Processing Tasks to avoid the gifting of ratepayer
funds for a private purpose. In order to obtain the necessary services in a timely and appropriate
manner, Landowners agree to provide funding to District to cover those costs (“Funding
Agreements for Development Project Processing”); and

WHEREAS, various actions by past District Boards have granted authority to the General
Manager to execute Funding Agreements for Development Project Processing; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to enumerate a clear policy on how future Funding
Agreements for Development Project Processing will be executed by the District in an expeditious
manner.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

In July 2021, Reclamation District 1000 entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
with the City of Sacramento and the County of Sacramento to share the costs of updating the
Natomas Basin hydraulic model for mapping the interior drainage floodplain in support of a Letter
of Map Revision to FEMA as part of the perimeter levee certification. The work contemplated
under the 2021 MOU has been completed and was cost shared equally between the three
participating agencies.

Additional work has been proposed to advance the interior drainage floodplain mapping and
respond to FEMA review comments. The proposed cost of the additional work is $296,800. The
County of Sutter expressed an interest in becoming a partnering agency and cost sharing on an
equal basis with the current partnering agencies. As a result, a new MOU is necessary for the
proposed additional work and the addition of the County of Sutter as Partner Agency. A draft of
this new MOU has been prepared by Staff, reviewed by District Counsel, and distributed to the
Partner Agencies for review.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Board of Trustees approve the 2026 MOU and authorize the General
Manager to execute the 2026 MOU once approved to-form by the Partner Agencies. Should the
Partner Agencies require any substantial changes, a revised draft will be brought back to the
Board for further review and approval.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
APPORTIONMENT OF COST SHARE FOR THE NATOMAS BASIN FEMA LETTER
OF MAP REVISION INTERNAL DRAINAGE

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is entered into and effective this  day of
, 2026 by and among the COUNTY OF SACRAMENTO, a political subdivision
of the State of California; the COUNTY OF SUTTER, a political subdivision of the State of California;
the CITY OF SACRAMENTO, a municipal corporation; and RECLAMATION DISTRICT NO. 1000,
a California Reclamation District (each a “Party” and collectively, the “Parties”)

Recitals

WHEREAS, the Parties wish to prepare a Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) for the Natomas
Basin internal floodplain as part of an exterior levee certification project; and

WHEREAS, the Parties have determined that the existing model of the Natomas Basin internal
floodplain requires an update in order to meet their current needs; and

WHEREAS, consistent with that goal, the Parties have solicited Statements of Qualifications
from qualified water resources consultants to prepare the technical analysis, floodplain
mapping, and supporting documentation for a LOMR submittal to FEMA; and

WHEREAS, RD 1000 holds the expertise necessary to supervise and provide direction to a
consultant in this effort; and

WHEREAS, the Parties have selected CIVIL ENGINEERING SOLUTIONS, INC. (CESI) to
perform the tasks related to the Project, and RD 1000 has entered into a contract with CESI to
complete the Project; and

WHEREAS, the County of Sacramento, the City of Sacramento and RD 1000 entered into a
Memorandum of Understanding on July 28, 2021 to complete the initial scope of the Project;
and

WHEREAS, the County of Sutter desires to join the effort and contribute on an equal basis for
any additional work to be performed; and

WHEREAS, additional work is required to complete the Project and RD 1000 has amended the
contract with CESI to complete the additional work.
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Agreement

1. Description of Project. The term “Project” as used in this Agreement shall include the
development of a hydrologic model for the Natomas Basin internal floodplain in support of a
proposed Letter of Map Revision. The Project includes those tasks identified on Exhibit A
(““Additional Scope of Work™), and any supporting work jointly approved by the Parties.

2. Establishment of the Natomas Basin Working Group. Upon execution of this MOU, the
Parties will convene the Natomas Basin Working Group (“Working Group”). The Working
Group shall be comprised of one member, whether staff or a consultant, designated by each
Party as its representative. Members of the Working Group serve at the pleasure of the Party
they represent.

(a) The Working Group shall be responsible for sharing feedback from the Parties to the
consultant related to the Project; to review consultant’s progress and work products for
making recommendations to the Parties regarding the adoption and implementation for
the Project; and to take such other action as the Working Group deems appropriate to
further the interest of the Parties related to preparation of the modeling, mapping, and
supporting documentation.

(b) The Working Group will seek to make decisions through consensus. In the absence of a
consensus, participants of the Working Group may be called upon to cast votes and a
simple majority decision shall provide the consultants with recommendations to proceed
with the Project. Recommendations of the Working Group provided to the Parties shall
include a report of the votes cast.

3. Administering Agency: RD 1000 shall be initially designated as the Administering Agency
for the Project; this designation may be altered by the unanimous written consent of the
Parties. General oversight and management of the Project shall be the responsibility of the
Administering Agency. In particular, the Administrative Agency shall be responsible for
engaging consultants for the Project, and for providing direction to the consultants in
consultation with the Working Group; for billing Project Costs to the appropriate agency
partners; for supervising and providing direction to consultants; and for reviewing and paying
consultant bills consistent with the provisions of this MOU. As needed, significant Project
decisions shall be returned to the Working Group for additional input and action.

4. Cost Sharing. “Project Costs” as used in this Agreement shall include, but not be limited to,
consultant fees related to the additional work required to complete the Project and any other
costs approved jointly by the Parties. The consultant team previously selected shall complete
the additional work at an additional Project Cost of $296,800. The additional Project Costs
shall be shared equally among the Parties as follows:

(a) Sacramento County’s allocated portion of the additional Project Costs is $74,200 and will
be paid over 2 fiscal years. Funding for the County’s share will be allocated as follows
for each fiscal year; $29,960 in FY 2025/2026, and $44,240 in FY 2026/2027.
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(b) Sutter County’s allocated portion of the additional Project Costs is $74,200 and will be
paid over 2 fiscal years. Funding for the County’s share will be allocated as follows for
each fiscal year; $29,960 in FY 2025/2026, and $44,240 in FY 2026/2027.

(c) The City’s allocated portion of the Project Costs is $74,200, to be paid in full within 30
days of execution of this MOU.

(d) RD 1000’s allocated portion of the Project Costs is $74,200 and will be paid as invoices
are received from CESI.

When any additional Party becomes a signatory to this MOU, the cost share proportions
identified herein shall be modified to appropriately distribute Project Costs between the new
and existing Parties, according to a formula mutually agreed upon by the existing Parties and
memorialized by an amendment to this MOU. Nothing in this MOU shall prevent a Party from
voluntarily incurring its own costs related to basin model development, or from developing its
own supporting materials at that Party’s expense.

5. Accounting: The Administering Agency shall receive all bills relating to the Project and
shall be responsible for paying those bills in a timely fashion, using the amounts contributed
by each Party. RD 1000 shall perform an accounting on a quarterly basis and prepare a
statement to the Parties describing the bills received, payments made, and any amounts due
to date from the Parties.

6. Continuing Obligation. The cost sharing obligations contained in this Agreement shall
remain a continuing obligation of the Parties, until paid in full.

7. General Provisions

(a) Authority. Each signatory of this MOU represents that s/he is authorized to
execute this MOU on behalf of the Party for which s/he signs. Each Party
represents that it has legal authority to enter into this MOU and to perform all
obligations under this MOU.

(b)  Amendment. This MOU may be amended or modified only by a written
instrument executed by each of the Parties.

(©) Jurisdiction and Venue. This MOU shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of California, except for its conflicts of law
rules. Any suit, action, or proceeding brought under the scope of this MOU shall
be brought and maintained to the extent allowed by law in the County of
Sacramento, California.

(d) Headings. The paragraph headings used in this MOU are intended for
convenience only and shall not be used in interpreting this MOU or in
determining any of the rights or obligations of the Parties.

Construction and Interpretation. This MOU has been arrived at through
negotiations and each Party has had a full and fair opportunity to revise the terms
of this MOU. As a result, the normal rule of construction that any ambiguities are
to be resolved against the drafting Party shall not apply in the construction or
interpretation of this MOU.

Entire Agreement. This MOU constitutes the entire agreement of the Parties with
respect to the subject matter of this MOU and supersedes any prior oral or written
agreement, understanding, or representation relating to the subject matter of this
MOU.

Partial Invalidity. 1f, after the date of execution of this MOU, any provision of
this MOU is held to be illegal, invalid, or unenforceable under present or future
laws effective during the term of this MOU, such provision shall be fully
severable. However, in lieu thereof, there shall be added a provision as similar in
terms to such illegal, invalid or unenforceable provision as may be possible and
be legal, valid and enforceable.

Successors and Assigns. This MOU shall be binding on and inure to the benefit
of the successors and assigns of the respective Parties. No Party may assign its
interests in or obligations under this MOU without the written consent of the other
Parties, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed.

Notices. All notices, requests, demands or other communications required or
permitted under this MOU shall be in writing unless provided otherwise in this
MOU and shall be deemed to have been duly given and received on: (i) the date
